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BUSINESS AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY CONFERENCE
OVERVIEW

The Virginia Business Education Association (VBEA) held its annual summer
conference as part of the joint Career and Technical Education in Richmond,
Virginia August 3 - 7, 2009. This year’s theme was Developing a Bright
Future.

The 2008 summer conference was well attended by its members. Attendees
participated in many technology and professional development sessions.

Day 1, Pre-Technology Academy. VBEA
kicked off the very active week with pre-
conference academies and workshops
sponsored by the Virginia Department of
Education. The academies focused on
training and industry certification testing in
such areas as MOS, IC3, and Dreamweaver.
Workshops included topics on Screen
Casting, Podcasting/Blogging, Advanced
Multi-Media, and Introduction to Game
Design and Technology.

Day 2, opened the conference by participating in the CTE Professional
Development Institute. The Opening General Session was sponsored by the
Virginia Association for Career and Technical Education (VACTE). James
Warford from the International Center for Leadership in Education was our
Keynote Speaker. The session described the skills that are required in our
technologically-based, globally driven society. Drawing on his experience as a
CTE teacher, Mr. Warford explained how CTE can be at the heart of a rigorous
and relevant education for all students.

Concurrent Sessions were offered all during the day. These were designed to
address instructional strands across the board for all educators. The speakers
included CTE teachers, administrators, national consultants, and many others.
Participants were able to find sessions that were beneficial for their daily work
and responsibilities. These sessions included Teaching Strategies including
Rigor, Relevance, and Relationships; Integrating Technology; Career
Development and Guidance; Effective Business, Industry and Community
Partnerships; CTE and Workforce Development; Credentialing and
Assessments; Financial Literacy; and Curriculum Development.
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Beth Downey, President of VACTE presided over the luncheon session. Senator
Creigh Deeds was the Guest Speaker. Teacher and Student Showcase Awards
were presented. Ruth Hollander, VBEA member from Mayfield Intermediate
School, Manassas, VA received recognition.
